
Partnership Agreement between the
University of Texas at Arlington and the

North Central Texas Council of Governments
For the Vision North Texas Project

Vision North Texas is a public-priv.atepartnership that has successfully expanded the
public dialogue about choices available to the Dallas-Fort Worth region as it
accommodates anticipated growth. Decisions made today about regional development
patterns, and the public and private investments that result from these choices, will
determine the region's ability to be successful and sustainable in the long-term.

The University of Texas at Arlington (UTA) is a comprehensive research, teaching, and
public service institution whose mission is the advancement of knowledge and the
pursuit of excellence. UTA is the second largest component of the University of Texas
system. UTA is a charter sponsor of Vision North Texas.

For this agreement, UTA is represented by the Dean of its School of Architecture. The
School offers the only architecture and landscape architecture programs in North
Central Texas.

The North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) is a voluntary association
of local governments serving the 16-county region, with Dallas and Fort Worth as its
largest cities. By state statute, NCTCOG's purpose is to make studies and plans to
guide the unified, far-reaching development of the region, eliminate duplication, and
promote economy and efficiency in the coordinated development of the region. For this
agreement, NCTCOG is represented by its Director of Environment & Development.

To continue this successful partnership for Vision North Texas, UTA and NCTCOG
enter into this partnership agreement. This agreement supports Vision North Texas
Phase 2, continuing through September 30,2007. It can be amended during that
period, and/or extended thereafter for additional phase/s, by signature of both parties.

NCTCOG agrees to:

1. Prepare a work plan for the approval of the Vision North Texas Management
Committee for each phase of Vision North Texas, outlining specific initiatives and
anticipated work products within a target budget.

2. Provide all professional and administrative support for Vision North Texas.
3. Hire, retain and manage any professional consultants and any other support

services consistent with the work plan.
4. Maintain the Vision North Texas website.
5. Manage the finances of Vision North Texas, including all accounting services,

and receiving and dispersing of all funds in accordance with the conditions of
such funds, if any.

6. Solicit funds from local governments and others in support of Vision North Texas.
7. Accept and manage funds from the private sector, academic institutions and

others in support of Vision North Texas as appropriate.
